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This is a month that is set aside to raise awarenes s about the adoption of 
children and youth from foster care.  As the adopti on supervisor here in Lane 
County, I thought it was the perfect opportunity to  recognize the families in our 
county who have stepped forward to provide permanen t homes to children in foster 
care.  We have a large number of families adopting in this county.  Lane usually 
has the second or third largest number of adoptions  of all the counties in the 
state!  In 2008, we finalized 161 adoptions and in 2007 it was 117 adoptions.  So 
far, in 2009, we have finalized 95 adoptions, with more to go before the end of 
the year.  That is a lot of adoptions, but more imp ortantly, that is a lot of 
children who have been given the security of knowin g that they are finally in 
their forever home. 
 
Adoptive families come to DHS in various ways.  Abo ut one third of the families 
come to the agency knowing that they want to adopt and they move directly toward 
that goal, suffering the anxiety of the ups and dow ns of waiting and committees 
before being rewarded with the joys and the challen ges of receiving a child.  
Another third of the families start out with the in tention of providing foster 
care for children.  Time passes, bonds develop, it becomes clear that the child 
will need a permanent home, and they realize they c an’t see it being any home but 
theirs.  The other third of the families are relati ves, who probably didn’t start 
out thinking they would do either foster care or ad option.  They stepped up to 
help out a family member when times were tough and they wanted to help a child 
remain connected to their family. They rearranged t heir lives, watched events 
unfold, came to realize that the child would need a  permanent home, and made the 
decision that they wanted it to be their home. The grandchild, niece/nephew, or 
cousin had become their child. 
 
To all of these families, we here at DHS in Lane Co unty want to say thank you.  
Thank you for opening up your lives and your hearts  to care for a child.  Thank 
you for your patience with our paperwork and the wa iting and the uncertainty.  
Thank you for your strength and courage as you work  with challenging children.  
Thank you for your kindness and understanding as yo u comfort hurting children.  
Thank you for being strong advocates who make sure children get what they need to 
thrive.  And most importantly, thank you for provid ing a permanent loving family 
for a child.
