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Certified relative and foster care providers can have free admission to any state park, but must have an annual 
pass for the day use areas. The pass is free, but must be obtained at any state park office with the original (not a 
copy) of the current Certificate of Approval (foster license). State Parks will issue an annual day use permit for 
the year during which the Certificate of Approval is valid or through the expiration date of the certificate, 
whichever is the earlier date. Passes are only valid for free entry when the certified family has the child/ren with 
them upon entry to the state park. 
Once you have obtained the annual day use pass, you can get up to two car passes, which will be registered to 
your vehicle license plates.

Certified relative and foster care providers have discounted rates when reserving overnight campsites at the 
state parks. Advance reservations are made by calling Reservations Northwest 1-800-452-5687.  A discounted 
reservation fee of $6.00 is charged for each reservation made. Again, Certificate of Approval and the foster 
child must be with the certified relative or foster care provider when using the state park for overnight camping.
