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TAX INFORMATION  
Every year about this time several questions are asked about foster parenting and taxes.  The 

most common one is: Can a foster parent have a child's ss# for tax filing purposes? Answer: 

Yes, please contact the child's worker if you don't find this on your placement sheet. 

As for other tax questions DHS says, ñWe cannot advise or direct you. If you have tax decisions 

please consult a qualified tax preparer. We can share with you the website for the National

Transportation Reimbursement 
  

Effective Jan. 1, 2010, the maximum reimbursement rate for private vehicle mileage will 

decrease to 50 cents per mile. The state is lowering its rate to match that set by the U.S. General 

Services Administration (GSA) and Internal Revenue Service (IRS).   

Please also remember that with the change in the foster care rate system that occurred last 

fall, DHS implemented stricter criteria regarding transportation reimbursement.  

As a result, there have been changes to the foster parent reimbursement, (as well as employee 

private vehicle mileage.)  Mileage for authorized Family Visits which are a part of the case plan 

will be reimbursed to foster parents at .50 cents per mile.  Authorized transports to/from schools 

will be reimbursed at .25 cents per mile.  Medical reimbursement will also be .25 cents per mile 

(unchanged).

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Guidelines for Foster Parent Transportation Reimbursements Payments 
 
Mileage reimbursement may be claimed when transporting foster child(ren) to and from designated 
locations for family visits (when the visitation is a part of the service plan), school (when the child is in 
family foster care and the school is out of the district of the foster home or the district does not 
provide school bus transportation), and medical services. At this time, approved family visitation 
transports are reimbursed at $.50/mile and other transports at $.25/mile.  
 
Two separate forms are used: 
A general transportation form is used for family visits and all other authorized non-medical 
transports.  On the top section of the form, the foster parent needs to fill in their name, address, 
provider number, phone number, as well as the spaces for the caseworker and the childrenôs names 
and case numbers.  In the bottom section of the form, spaces are provided for the dates, names of 
children transported, destination address, visit start and end time, and round trip mileage for parental 
visits and other transportation.  All required signatures (foster parent, caseworker and the 
caseworkerôs supervisor) must be on the form for the payment to be processed. 
 
A medical transportation form is used for doctor, dentist and counseling appointments as well as 
mental health treatments and various medical related trips which are covered Medicaid (Title XIX) 
services.  The medical mileage is reimbursed through DMAP (Division of Medical Assistance 
Programs) at a rate of $0.25 per mile.  Child/Children must be in the vehicle in order to claim the 
mileage reimbursement. All required signatures (foster parent, caseworker and the caseworkerôs 
supervisor) must be on the form for the payment to be processed. 
 
Forms should be turned in monthly to be signed by the caseworker and caseworkerôs supervisor.  
After the forms are completed and approvals are in place, forms are given to Payment Clerk at each 
site for processing.  The payment will go in the check run (usually two or three check runs per week) 
and the foster parent should receive a reimbursement check from Salem after two to five days after 
being processed. Any mileage forms received by the caseworker beyond 60 days of the date of 
transportation will need an attachment explaining the reason for the lateness of the request.   The 
District Manager or designee will review the late forms to determine whether to approve the payment 
or not. 

 
Note:  
¶ Transporting more than one child at the same time is considered one trip for all.  For example, if you travel 18 

miles with 3 children in the car, the 18 miles is divided by 3, giving each child 6 miles. 
 

¶ In order to avoid delays in the payment process, please check to see the forms are completed properly & 
completely before sending them in.   

 

¶ *Use whole numbers when writing down your miles (14.2 mile should be converted to 14 miles / 2.5 miles should 
be converted to 3 miles, etc).  Calculate total round trip mileage. 

 

¶ *Put the mileage in the appropriate columns.  If a child is visiting a parent, put the mileage under ñParental Visitò.  
If child is transported to/from school, then put the mileage under ñOther Transp.ò   

 

¶ *Use Medical Transportation form for medical transports (covered by the medical card). 
 

¶ *Be specific in the street address for Destination & Reason for the transport.  Examples:  Home to DHS 1899 
Willamette St., Eugene for Parent Visit or Home to Dr. Bart, 1900 Main St., Springfield for dental appt.

Goodwill has once again come through to help foster parents through its Good Samaritan Program.  Here's 
how it works:  
Drop off your used-goods donations at any Goodwill Industries of Lane and South Coast County's Donation 
Centers.  Tell the attendant how much the donation weighs and that the donation is designated for the "DHS 
Foster Care Program."  You will receive a receipt for tax purposes.  Your donation will be recorded and sent to 
the Goodwill administration office.  Donations can be gently used items such as clothing, shoes, housewares, 
dishes, utensils, books or small electrical items.  (Furniture and large items are not included.)  
For every 200 pounds of donations dropped off at Goodwill Industries of Lane and South Coast County's 
Donation Centers, a $10.00 voucher will be issued to DHS.  Foster parents can request vouchers by calling 
their certifier.  They will be issued on the basis of economic need and are to be used for items for foster 
children.
